Born on 06.09.1909 in Moscow, died on 28.10.2003 in Warsaw

In 1918 Edward Hartwig together with his family came to Poland and settled in Lublin.
As a young person he was interested in many various topics, including photography.
Edward received his first profession lessons from his father Ludwik. At the same time

he was one of the members - founders of the Lublin Photographic Society.

In the years 1935 - 1937 Edward completed studies at the Graphisches Institut in Vienna
under the guidance of professor Rudolf Kopitz. Before the 2nd World War Edward
together with his wife Helena managed his own photographic studio in Lublin.

During the Nazi occupation Edward was a member of the resistance movement,

soldier of AK (nickname “Banka”). In the years 1944 - 1946 he was arrested by NKWD

and was prisoned in concentration camp nr. 250 in Jogle USSR. Following his return

to Poland in 1950 he moved to Warsaw, where he became strongly engaged in theater
photography. Edward became one of the member founders of ZPAF, honorary member
(1947), perennial Vice Chairman for Artistic Photography as well as Chairman of the Artistic
Board of ZPAF. Member of the Artistic Board of international photographic art federation
FIAP. He was awarded with honorary titles: AFIAP and EFIAP. Moreover member

and honorary member of many photographic societies and organizations in Poland and
abroad. Multiple scholar of Polish Art and Culture Ministry as well as in Switzerland (1990).

The topics of his art were mainly landscape, portrait, act, architecture, theatre.

At the beginning Edward worked with pictorial aesthetics, later he also used means
characteristic for modernistic photography. Finaly he was recognized as an exceptional
individualist. In his work Edward was very fond of so called noble techniques (gum, bromine
oil, gold bromine), in the last days of his life he also achieved very interesting effects with
colour photography experiments.

In 2004 the City Council of Lublin in order to honour the whole artistic family binded with
the city, gave the name to one of the areas in Lublin -“Zaulek Hartwigow". This place
consists of beautiful tiers built at the beginning of the 20th century. Moreover the art
and work of Edward Hartwig were topics of several university thesis (1992 - 2005).
